1) Have I used it in a list (including expanded noun phrases)?
I have a pencil, ruler and rubber.
He is a tall, blond boy.
2) Have I used it for speech?
“Hello,” shouted the man.
The man shouted, “Hello!”
3) Have I used it after a fronted adverbial? 
After lunch, I went out to play.
As soon as he arrived, he ran out to play.
4) Have I used it with a conjunction? 
The duck was sad, because he felt sick.
Because he felt sick, the duck was sad.
5) Have I used it for an embedded clause 
(eg a relative clause?)
