	A sentence with two pairs of adjectives (2 pairs sentence).
	Imposing and commanding, animated and authoritative, it is easy to see why so many soldiers have followed him into battle.


	A compound sentence with a subordinating conjunction.
	His muscular arms constantly tense and flex, as he fights an unseen struggle to remain still.



	A sentence that is five words long.
	His mouth is thin - mean.



	A sentence that starts with a colour.
	Rosy-cheeked, he presents as a man who has spent most of his life outdoors.


	A sentence ending with three ‘ing’ verbs.
	Macbeth breathes slowly and deeply – contemplating, regretting, lamenting.


	A sentence with a metaphor.
	His jaw is a steel bar, his cheek bones razor-blades.


	A sentence using the present progressive tense.
	Dark circles are enhancing the haggard look of his bloodshot eyes, haunted by the horrors he has witnessed.


	A sentence that contains a semi-colon.
	Some people believe him to be a brave, noble warrior, with nothing but Scotland’s best interests at heart; others know him as a selfish, egotistical coward.


	A sentence that uses parenthesis.
	His face is marbled with the scars and damage of countless altercations (most of them won by him, given his ability to ‘unseam a man from the knave to th’chops’).





	A sentence that contains a colon (description: detail). 
	His mind, however, is more complex: an internal struggle ensues between his conscience and his desire to please.


	A 3 ‘ed’ sentence.
	Cowed, bullied, dominated, he is not strong enough to stand up to his evil wife and her overbearing ambitions.


	A sentence with an expanded noun phrase.
	As quick as he was to scoff at superstition, he had been very quick to believe the three old, withered, mysterious hags who had lain in wait for him and his lieutenant on the heath.


	A sentence with direct speech.
	“All hail Macbeth, who shalt be King hereafter” had been all it took to set the cogs in motion and stimulate Macbeth’s greed.


	A sentence with only three words.
	Macbeth is weak.


	A sentence that contains a simile.
	If one looks closer, one will see his hands shaking like a leaf blowing in a delicate breeze. 


	A sentence with a co-ordinating conjunction.
	He is not cut out for murder, nor for leading Scotland - he does not have the stomach for either.


	A sentences using the subjunctive voice.
	If he were more confident, maybe he would not have been so keen to believe the prophecies set out by the three hags, who ambushed him on the moors after the battle.


	A sentence which contains a hyphen.
	Riddled with self-doubt, will Macbeth develop the confidence to do what he knows is right?


	A ‘3 bad dash question’ sentence.
	Greed, weakness, hate – which is Macbeth’s worst fault?
