PSCHE
Most people experience mental health difficulties at some point in their life, including feelings of depression, anxiety, stress or grief. As well as having access to support from other people, it is also important to learn how to manage our feelings and emotions. Affirmations are short, positive statements that we can say to ourselves to help manage our feelings. They help us focus on our positive qualities and can help us feel optimistic and motivated during times of change or challenge. Have a go at writing 5 short, positive statements about yourself. For example, you might write, “I always try my best”, “I am really good at…” or “I can always ask for help if I am feeling worried”. You could write your affirmations on a post-it note or a small piece of paper and put it on a mirror at home or somewhere you’ll often see it, so you can feel uplifted every day  
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
