HERE ARE SOME OTHER IDEAS:

· An alien ship is heading to earth and it covers the sun making it dark.

· At a charity music concert. The electricity goes off and all the sound and lights go off. People use their phone torch lights as light and sing without music so the night is not spoiled.

· Someone is caving and their helmet light goes off.

· A storm is coming and the clouds block out the sun.

· A solar eclipse where the moon blocks out the sun

· Somebody is knocked out by a punch or a football.

· The sun stops working. Somewhere on earth, there is a big switch that turns it off!

· Somebody loses their eyesight all of a sudden. 

· A candle extinguishes in a room with no windows and nobody else in it.

· You hear a noise in the cellar and go down to investigate. The lights go off. It could be somebody playing a prank – OR SOMETHING ELSE!

· A snooker player is just about to play the winning shot to become World Champion when the lights go out. 

· If you read the prompt very closely, ‘it’ could refer to a specific object. Over the years, some pupils have used this idea for their stories.

· A magic looking glass that suddenly turns very dark.
· A crystal ball that tells the future suddenly gets filled with black mist.
· Suddenly the water in a swimming pool turns a dark colour.
· Somebody’s eyes turn dark.

· Over the years, some children have very cleverly thought of how darkness could be a positive thing and help. This goes against how most of us think – we all assume it causes a problem in the story. Very few children have ever come up with type of idea on their own so it shows real creativity if they do.

· Lost in the desert in scorching heat. A huge cloud covers the sun and helps the character.
· Somebody trying to escape from someone else but can’t get away. Lights go out and they escape.
