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Bass 5ths
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Here's what it sounds like: L D)

Have a go at playing it.

Try to play this and one of the other 3 parts together.
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Sequencing ostinato 1

Have a go at sequencing it. Set the grid (bottom left) to 1/2.
Here's what it looks like on onlinesequencer.net:
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Choose a new instrument and use higher pitches than ostinato T:
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Walking line

Pick another new instrument.

Decide if you want this part to start mid or high pitch (don't worry if parts overlap).
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Bass 5ths

These are bass notes, so should be lower pitch than the other parts so far.

Sequence the notes and then see which instruments suit the part.
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All 4 parts together

At the end of the 2 bars, the online sequencer loops back to the start. The

four layers are now repeating and getting along very well.

Click on the ‘save’ tab and ‘save a copy’ to generate a link to your piece.
