	Monday
	Watch the prezi:

It has activities built in at various points. 
1. Think about what suspense is at the prompted point. The following slide explains the purpose of suspense as a literary technique. 
2. The prezi then introduces 3 techniques for buildings suspense 
i. Use of short sentences – stress that not all sentences should be short – sentences should become shorter and sharper as the intensity of the suspense mounts. 
ii. Use of simile/ metaphor (recap terms if necessary) 
iii. Use of ellipsis
3. This is then demonstrated by a short paragraph in the prezi
4. Children then create a short paragraph to accompany a photo of a misty field with a gnarled tree. 
5. Can they use the 3 techniques used so far?  
6. Look at the next section of the prezi which illustrates 2 further aspects of suspense building:
i. The concept of something secret/ hidden/ barely seen or heard
ii. The use of powerful verbs. 
7. There is again a short task built into this section – with a comic strip photo prompt of a Martian invader – can you use the 2 techniques just discussed to create another short paragraph? 
8. The prezi then moves on to an interview with Malorie Blackman.

	Tuesday
	Continue with the prezi from the point at which it was left yesterday – the screen that includes the various techniques in red (just after the Malorie Blackman screen) 
1. The prezi then includes 2 further tasks – one based on a piece of music and one based on the same piece of music with accompanying picture/scene. Generate suspenseful scenes, using the techniques that we have learned over the last 2 days 
2. Read the first chapter of ‘Haunters’ by Thomas Taylor 
a. The first page includes many of the elements discussed – short sentences, ellipsis, a shadowy figure etc. 
3. With a highlighter, can you highlight examples of tension / suspense and be able to justify your choices? 
a. e.g. Can you highlight some effective short sentences in green? 
b. Can you highlight suspenseful use of punctuation? 
c. Can you find any similes / powerful verbs? Etc.

	Wednesday
	Read Pie Corbett’s ‘Kidnapped’.  What makes this a tense / suspenseful story?  Make a list of all the words / phrases that you would like to magpie and use in your story.

	Thursday
	Plan a suspense story using the Suspense story planner on the Class page. Make sure you include the techniques and literary devices that we have studied so far.
