Read Write Inc.
Monday – Word hunt! Grab a few books and see how long it takes you to find the word ‘What’
Tuesday -  How many things can you find in your house that begin with the Letter S? How many things can you find that start with the letter T? Write a list of both. Which has more?
Wednesday -  Watch the video of Mrs Evans explaining some RWI games you can play. Choose a game and play it with someone else.
Thursday – Watch Mrs Evans teach you the ‘oy’ sound. Make a list of Rhyming words! Think of todays ‘oy sound’ – What words rhyme with ‘toy’?
Friday – Play jump in with an adult. You could choose one of your books or one of their books!

Reading
Monday – Look at the front cover of the book ‘Dear Zoo’. What animal do you think is in the cage? Why? Read the blurb and discuss what animals may be in the book. What animals do you see at the zoo? What would you like as a pet from the zoo? Read the story, if you don’t have the book at home you can view it here: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=rudDGRQ9QGA Can you guess which animal is behind each flap?

Tuesday – Watch Justin Fletcher’s video of him reading the story ‘Dear Zoo’. You can watch it here: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=UywEnHKTMXk. Can you copy the Makaton actions for the animals? Can you remember what happens next? How are the actions similar to the words in the book? What actions can you think of for the animals?
Wednesday – Log on to Oxford Owl. Get someone to help you select an ebook that you are able to read. You may like to find a story about an animal. Here are some examples: ‘Fat Frog’, ‘Rag the Rat’, ‘Cats’.
Thursday – Listen and read along to the story ‘The Snail and the Whale’ by Julia Donaldson. https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=G_8QS_nyzM8. You can watch the Snail and the Whale for free on BBC iplayer. Discuss how the film is similar to the book, were there any differences?
Friday – Complete the phonics ‘The Snail and the Whale’ worksheet below:
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Writing
Monday – Go to Marwell zoo’s online live webcams. Choose a video and write sentences about what you saw the animals get up to! This is also your task for Showbie this week, we would love to see your writing!
