Read Write Inc.
Monday – Watch the video of Mrs Evans teaching the ‘air’ sound. Write a list of the ‘air’ words you can think of. 
Tuesday -  Watch the video of Mrs Evans teaching the ‘igh’ sound. How many ‘igh’ words can you think of?
Wednesday -  Watch the video of Mrs Evans explaining some RWI games you can play. Choose a game and play it with someone else.
Thursday – Find a book that a grown up in your family likes reading. Can you use your phonics to rad some of the words that are in that book?
Friday – Play a different game from Mrs Evans RWI games video. 

Reading
Monday – visit  https://www.booktrust.org.uk/books-and-reading/have-some-fun/storybooks-and-games/rumble-in-the-jungle/ see how many words you can read along with. At end of the story answer: what animals were in the story? Where were they? What are the similarities and differences between the animals?
Tuesday – Watch the video of the book ‘Commotion in the Ocean’ https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=DgNmD7xgvzU Listen carefully to the words. What do you notice about the sounds in some of the words? Are some of the sounds the same or similar? Why do you think the book is written in this way? How does it make you feel? Is it similar to ‘Rumble in the Jungle’? Why? How?
Wednesday – Go onto Oxford Owl. Search ‘animals’ in the search bar. Choose either ‘When Animals Invade ‘or ‘Incredible Animals’ to read with someone who can support you. Talk to an adult or sibling about what facts you have found out.
Thursday –Read the story ‘The Gruffalo’ by Julia Donaldson. If you do not have the book you can access it here https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=6_N6ydYWiCs The Gruffalo is a made up animal that does not exist in real life. How is the Gruffalo described? What are his favourite foods? Design your own made up animal and think of how you would describe it. Also, think about what its favourite things to eat are! You can watch The Gruffalo short film for free on BBC iplayer.
Friday – Go onto Oxford Owl and complete the word endings online activity. It can be accessed here: https://www.oxfordowl.co.uk/api/interactives/24641.html 
Writing
Monday – Watch the videos on the class page of Mrs Bowles telling you some fun facts about animals. There are videos about tigers, elephants and Mrs Bowles’ dog Noah! Create a fact file about some animals that you would like to write about. You can use fact books or research on the internet about the animals.
Tuesday – After reading the story ‘Commotion in the Ocean’ write sentences about the various animals that live in the ocean. Use the wordmat in the resources section at the end of this document to help you. 
Wednesday – What can you see under the sea? Use this picture to help you write about the things you can see in the sea. For example: ‘the fish can swim and they have yellow, shiny fins’. Remember to use your finger spaces and full stops!
