Maths - 
Monday – This week we are recapping sharing into groups. Last time we shared into groups of two to find halves. This week we are going to share into lots of different groups, making sure they are equal! Grab some resources and practice sharing into two equal groups again to refresh your memory. 
What is 4 shared into 2 equal groups? How many are in each group?
What is 6 shared into 2 equal groups? How many are in each group?
What is 8 shared into 2 equal groups? How many are in each group?
Tuesday -  Have a go at the minibeast sharing activity in the resources section. Draw the correct number of leaves for each minibeast to show what their equal share is. It might help to draw the leaves one at a time and cross them out as you go!
Wednesday –  Today we are going to investigate odd and even numbers. Even numbers can be shared equally into two groups but odd numbers cannot. Investigate whether you can share these numbers equally in half.

Then write a list of odd and a list of even numbers.  
Thursday – Complete the odd and even sock activity in the resources section
Friday – We use numicon lots at school. Look at the numicon in the picture. Using your list of odd and even numbers, what do you notice about how the odd and even numicon pieces look?
