Reading
Please read either your school or a home reading book for 30 minutes every day.

For example: snatched reminds someone of grabbing something from someone quickly, taking something that does not belong to them in a nasty way.
Wednesday – After your reading today, summarise what you have read and tell an adult. Can you summarise it in 50 words? 25 words? 10 words?
Thursday – After your reading today, write down how a character is feeling. Use evidence from the text to prove you are correct.
Friday – After your reading today, make a prediction about what will happen next. See if it is correct in your reading next week!

Draw your new dragon species and annotate your drawing with lots of facts about your dragon, e.g. what is the new species called? What does it look like? Where does it live? What does it eat? How does it hunt? etc. You can use ideas from your research and/or make up your own ideas!
Make sure you use expanded noun phrases when describing.
Try to use conjunctions to add information to your sentences.

Example:
The deadly, fire-breathing dragon lives at the top of the rock-strewn mountain so he can observe his prey from afar. 
Because the red, coarse-skinned dragon has the sharpest claws of any mammal, he always captures and kills his innocent prey without fail. 

Wednesday – Share your dragon species with an adult and tell them everything you know about your new species. Is there anything else the adult would like to find out about your dragon? Add the answers to your adult’s questions to your picture from yesterday in a different colour.
