Introduction

A habitat is a place where animals live. The Arctic is
a very cold place but it is home to lots of different
animals. Animals that live in the Arctic need to have
special adaptations so they can survive.

How are animals adapted to ther habitats?

Remarkable adaptations allow polar bears to live in the frozen Arctic. For example,
polar bears have thick, white fur to both keep them warm and to camouflage them
against the snowy background. Their paws are large so that they do not sink into
the snow. Also, they produce an oy liquid to stop their body sticking to the ice.
They have an excellent sense of smell and are strong swimmers to help them hunt
and catch prey. Polar bears have been spotted up to 60 miles from shore.

Polar bears are the largest living land carnivore, feeding mainly on seals and.

Who Found His Tomb?

Most of the rooms were
for the objects, apart from the burial chamber which just held his sarcophagus (a decorated
stone coffin)

s very unusual for a resting place for a king

Normally, all the walls would be carved or painted,
which is how we know that Tutankhamun died very
suddenly. Many historians also believe that the tomb tself
was ot made for him in the first place and the burial
chamber and decorations were added later

The images on the walls were from a@ritual called the
“opening of the mouth

rse of the mummy started after Tutankhamun's tomb was opened.
Mummies have been thought to have magical powers over any who disturb
them. 1t started with Lord Carnarvon; the man who paid for the dig of King Tut's
tomb died 5 months after it was opened. As soon s he died, al thelights in Cairo
went out mysteriously. Other stories are that Carter’s pet canary was killed by
a cobra and Carnarvon's dog died the same night. Some think it was a germ but

others say it was magic.
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
