Reading
Please read either your school or a home reading book for 30 minutes every day.

For example: snatched reminds someone of grabbing something from someone quickly, taking something that does not belong to them in a nasty way.
Wednesday – After your reading today, summarise what you have read and tell an adult. Can you summarise it in 50 words? 25 words? 10 words?
Thursday – After your reading today, write down how a character is feeling. Use evidence from the text to prove you are correct.
Friday – After your reading today, make a prediction about what will happen next. See if it is correct in your reading next week!

For example: my bubble map for “how to feed a dragon” might have these ideas - 

· collect dragon food like mice and rats
· put the food on a flat rock
· get a bucket of water for the dragon to drink
· move back before letting the dragon out
· wear a disguise so the dragon doesn’t eat you

Wednesday – Write your instructions telling people how to look after the dragon.

You should include:
- an introduction
- imperative (‘bossy’) verbs (put, take, jump, move, give etc.)
- adverbs (carefully, gently, slowly etc.)
- time connectives (first, next, after, finally etc.)

Try to add lots of detail to your instructions! Use the example instructions and word mat to help you.

Thursday – Read through your instructions. Have you included everything you need to? Use the “Instructions Checklist” on the Year 4 page of our school website to help you. Have you included lots of detail? Have you used the correct spellings? Make any corrections you have identified and add in anything you have forgotten. You may like to draw some pictures or diagrams to illustrate your instructions.

You may like to spend 10-15 minutes a day on this, or do it all in one day – it’s up to you.

History/Geography
This half term we will be looking at Extreme Earth. First though, we need to know what the Earth is made up of. Look at the PowerPoint on our class page. Draw and label the layers of the Earth and write a short paragraph explaining what each layer is. This does not need to be posted on Showbie. 
Music
Create a soundtrack for a piece of film!
A soundtrack is a piece of music that goes with a film or television show. 
A good soundtrack matches the film it is about. It does this by using music elements. 
These include: 
- tempo; this means the speed of the music. An exciting adventure film might have music with a fast tempo. A serious, sad film might have music with a slow tempo. 
- pitch; this is whether the notes are high or low. If the film is about a large creature or a big spaceship, lots of low notes might be used. A film about fairies or insects might have music with lots of high notes. 
- dynamics; this means whether music is loud or quiet (the musical word for quiet is ‘soft’). Loud music might show something exciting is happening. Quiet music might show a sad event, or maybe even something scary. Music starting quietly and getting louder (the musical term for this is ‘crescendo’) could show that the main point of the film is happening. 
- pulse; the steady beats in a piece of music. A film about soldiers could have a steady marching beat played on a drum. 
- duration; this is the length of notes being played. Short notes could suggest film characters running around. Long notes might suggest a king or queen moving in a stately manner. 
Your task: Choose a scene from a film you enjoy watching and create a soundtrack for it. Try watching the scene with no sound on to pay attention to the actors’ faces and body language. This will give you a sense of what the scene is really about. 
You don’t need to be able to play an instrument. You could use different percussion instruments. ‘Percussion’ means an instrument which makes a noise when you hit it. You could even try making your own percussion instruments.
