Although many people are aware of a multitude of dog species, few have heard of the unique ‘Komondor Dog’ which originated in Hungary.

The domestic cat is a small, usually furry, carnivorous mammal. Everyone recognises that cats are valued by humans for companionship and are often regarded as house pets.  A large majority know of their ability to hunt vermin and household pests, such as mice and small birds.  However, few will be aware that these felines are primarily nocturnal.
