Reading
Please read either your school or a home reading book for 30 minutes every day. 
Monday – During your reading today, write down 3 words that you don’t know the meaning of. Look up the meaning. Can you put these words into a sentence of your own?

For example: snatched reminds someone of grabbing something from someone quickly, taking something that does not belong to them in a nasty way.
Wednesday – After your reading today, summarise what you have read and tell an adult. Can you summarise it in 50 words? 25 words? 10 words?
Thursday – After your reading today, write down how a character is feeling. Use evidence from the text to prove you are correct.
Friday – After your reading today, make a prediction about what will happen next. See if it is correct in your reading next week!

Monday – Look back at the Non-Chronological Report examples from last week and remind yourself of the features of Non-Chronological reports. You may want to re-watch the video from last week too: https://www.bbc.co.uk/teach/class-clips-video/english-ks1-ks2-how-to-write-a-non-chronological-report/zvbtscw. 

Plan your Non-Chronological Report about your new dragon species using the template on the Year 4 page of our school website. 
Use the Non-Chronological Report checklist (also on the Year 4 page of the school website) to make sure you have included everything a Non-Chronological Report needs!
You should include:
- a title for your Non-Chronological Report
- your sub-headings
- some notes about what you will write under each sub-heading
- some notes about what you will write in your introduction

Remember: you are NOT writing your report today, you are just planning it and thinking about what you will write about. 

Your sub-headings could include: 
- What does the dragon look like? 
- Where does it live? 
- What does it eat? 
- How does it hunt?

Tuesday – write your introduction and the first 2 sub-headings today.
You can use the Non-Chronological Report template or create your own!

You should include:
- fronted adverbials (interesting sentence starters)
- expanded noun phrases to describe
- conjunctions (when, if, although, but, because, so) 

Wednesday – write your last 2 sub-headings today.  

You should include:
- fronted adverbials (interesting sentence starters)
- expanded noun phrases to describe
- conjunctions (when, if, although, but, because, so) 

**Remember, you can look back at the Non-Chronological Report examples from last week to help you with vocabulary and sentence ideas.**

Thursday – Reread your work from this week: Does it make sense? Are there any spelling mistakes? Have you used fronted adverbials, expanded noun phrases and conjunctions? Add them in if you haven’t! Then you can complete your Non-Chronological Report by drawing and writing captions for any pictures or diagrams you want to include.

 Buddhists use the Dharma wheel to represent the Eight-Fold Path. 
The wheel represents the Eight-Fold Path because it has 8 spokes. The Buddha's teaching goes round and round like a great wheel that never stops. The eight spokes on the wheel represent the eight stages of the Eight-Fold Path Just as every spoke is needed for the wheel to keep turning, Buddhists need to follow each step of the path.
Can you create your own way of remembering the Eight-Fold Path?
