RE
Remember that the main aim of the Buddha’s teaching of the Eight-Fold Path is to not bring harm to any living thing. That means not killing/harming: people, animals and the earth! It means not destroying the natural world around us. 
Harm might not just mean physical harm but also emotional harm too, e.g. upsetting others / hurting someone’s feelings etc. 
What do you think a Buddhist would say about:
- Eating meat? 
- Telling someone what the strange person over there did today?
- Picking up a £10 note you spot in the corridor?
- Squashing a spider in the bathtub?
- Picking flowers in the garden?
- Shouting at a friend who upset you?
What would a Buddhist tell you to do instead of these actions?
Activity: Fold your page in half.
In one half – draw and illustrate a time when you were responsible for hurting another living creature. Who/what did you hurt? How did you hurt it/them?
In the other half – draw and illustrate what a Buddhist would have done instead. 
Try to explain why you think they would have acted differently.
Challenge: how difficult is it each day to make sure you never harm anyone or anything?
