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English (up to 1 hour – if an hour in one go is too long, split into smaller sessions with a break in between.)
A lot of children find it hard to think of what to write for an extended piece of writing.  The best way to approach this is to rehearse each sentence they want to write a few times verbally before attempting to write it down.  If they are really struggling, try writing a few key words down for them to copy.  Take one sentence at a time and refer regularly to their story map.  Encourage a good posture whilst writing and remove distractions.  If it’s going really badly, leave it and come back at another time.  Just try your best!
This week you will be writing your own story based on ‘The Rainbow Fish’. There are many resources on the website to help you.
For those who find writing more difficult, use the ‘My Story worksheet’ for the whole piece of writing.  Draw the pictures to sequence your story first, then verbally tell your story to an adult.  Each day write a sentence or two to describe what is happening.  
If your child is able to use excellent vocabulary when orally telling the story, but struggles to get it down on paper, try recording them telling the story and then play it back to them a bit at a time.
For those who find writing easy, you may wish to have a sneaky peak at Miss Tissot’s writing on the Year 2 page.
Monday:
Watch Miss Tissot teach you how to plan your own Rainbow Fish story.   Use the ‘My Story plan’ sheet to plan your own story.
Tuesday:
Write the beginning of your story.  Either use the ‘My Story Worksheet’, or a piece of lined paper.

Wednesday:
Write the middle of your story.
Thursday:
Write the ending of your story.
Friday:
Read through your story. Have you included all of your punctuation? Read it to someone in your household to make sure it makes sense! Now you can upload your story to Showbie.

http://tiny.cc/cp35lz  As a rough guide, your child should be able to read with around 90% fluency to gauge which level is right for them.  This means being able to read 90% of words without sounding out and 10% of words with sounding out.  Speed and intonation are also important.  If your child is reading slower than you feel is their ability, try reading along with them and pausing by tricky words to help sound out.
