Alternative English Tasks for Environment week – choose 2 or more tasks, but try to listen to all the stories on the website.
Task 1:
Guided Reading:
Read the ‘The Messy Magpie’ story with your adult and talk about the story. What happened? How did the characters feel? What did they do to fix the problem? What can we learn from this story? 
Choose some of the pages from the feeling/thought sheet to complete.
Writing task:
Look at the Messy Magpie Recycling PPT if you want to learn more about recycling.
Now use the Design a Recycle Poster sheet to help you finish your task.

Task 2:
Guided Reading:
Listen to ‘Not for me, please!’ on the website and talk about the story. What have you learnt about plastic pollution and what it does to our oceans? 
You could draw a circle map to help you organise your thoughts about plastic pollution. What do you know about it?
Writing task:
Look at the Plastics and the Environment PPT if you want to learn more about the topic. 
Choose your level from the Plastic Pollution Differentiated Activities and complete.
There is also a Plastic Pollution word mat to help you. 

Task 3:
Guided Reading:
Listen to ‘Not for me, please!’ on the website and talk about the story. What have you learnt about wasting energy and how to conserve (save) it? 
You could draw a circle map to help you organise your thoughts about saving energy. You can also look at the Saving Energy Poster to help you.
Writing Task:
Look at the Saving Energy Poster again. Decide if you want to give advice on how to save energy or on how to save water. 
Choose either the Energy Wise Advice sheet or the Water Wise Advice sheet and complete. You could do your own research or ask other people for their tips as well.

Task 4:
Guided Reading:
Listen to either ‘Dinosaurs and all that Rubbish’ or ‘Greta and the Giants’ on the website. Why not listen to both!
What happened in these stories? How did things change for the worse and then for the better again? What can we learn about looking after our environment from these stories?
You could use a circle map to organise your thoughts.
Writing task:
Talk about what you have learnt from some of the previous tasks that you have completed.
