The Anderson shelter was designed in 1938 by William Paterson and Oscar Carl Kerrison in response to a request

from the Home Office. It was named after Sir John Anderson, who was responsible for preparing air-rai
precautions meedlate[y before the start of World War II.

could be erected in peaple’s gardens. The first Anderson’
shelter was erected in a garden in lsllngtorz, London on 25
February 1939 and, between then and the outbreak of the
war in Se,otember, around 1.5 million shelters were
distributed to peolole livlng in areas expected to be bombed
by the Luftwaffe. Dur[ng the war a further 2.1 million

were erected.

Anderson shelters were issued freo, to all householders who
earned less than £250 a year, and those with a higho_r
income were charged £7. Made from six curved sheets
