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Using c’est and Gender of Adjectives

Some adjectives have masculine and feminine versions

However when we use c’est (it is) we never need to change the 
form of the adjective / we always use the masculine

When we describe a noun using est (is), we need to use the form 
of the adjective that matches the gender of the noun

For example, Une courgette est verte

All of the adjectives above remain the same for masculine and 
feminine versions, except for boring - ennuyeux is the 

masculine version and ennuyeuse is the feminine version
