	Our attainment results showed an increase in children swimming. 98% of children were water confident and able to self rescue. 73% were able to swim 25m. 
 
Sports Committee has continued. A girl's football club was implemented and we had a girl's football team who entered the Bracknell Forest league and came 1st. We also had successful lunchtime and after school football clubs. 
Young leaders developed games and support on the infant playground, including mini competitions. 
 
Team teaching was successful. Focus children worked with a PE specialist to develop sport and personal skills. 
New dance planning was created. 
 
We entered new festivals, new clubs were created and we partnered with another school to offer additional activities.
	This was to be continued for a couple of years to try and catch up, and make sure all children reach the standard.

	More pupils meeting their end of primary school swimming attainment, and more pupils are encouraged to take part in PE and Sport activities. 100% of children were water confident, compared to the previous year of 98%. 76% were able to swim, compared to 73% the previous year. 96% of children were also able to self-rescue


Staff at lunchtimes have had some training this year, and we have had support from a local company to provide activities during the summer term. 

Swimming will continue next year. 
The playground will need to continue to be developed.

	Secure strong links with the local tennis club and develop children’s skills in school. Children have gone on to attend clubs, talent sessions and play competitions. 

Skipping workshops for the whole school.  Children were enthusiastic, enjoyed the sessions and many went on to get their own skipping ropes. Children are going to continue to developing their skills during Sports Week and at playtimes. 

Continued links with local schools to attend festivals and competitions, enabling most children to take part in the activities. This year 99% of Key Stage 2 children have been invited and 97% attended a festival or competition.  This will continue next year with the links made.  We have continued our links with the School’s Sports Partnership and have been able to maintain our high levels of involvement, with access to competitions, training and coaching. This has enabled a broader number of children to take part in festivals and competitions, representing the school and experiencing competitive sport (97% compared to 91% UKS2 last year). Increased numbers of pupils participating in opportunities is evident. 96% SEND and 100% PP children have been given opportunities to represent the school. 
Alongside the Sports Committee, our pupil voice has influenced the extra-curricular clubs’ children wish to attend. Other local companies have started to run clubs, broadening opportunities available, for example fencing, and we hope to continue developing this.
We continue to build contacts with local clubs to provide additional coaching and taster sessions to broaden the experience for all children.

Coaching was organised to assist with developing skills, teams and competitions.  This increased pupil confidence when attending events.   

New kit has been purchased and we have also had sponsorship for some. This will be worn when children go to attend the events, and give children a sense of being part of our community and achievement representing the school.

Children have been able to choose the clubs they wish to have, have worked to extend the lunchtime club offer, and led games and activities in the infants. We have sustained our offerings equally across the genders.  The Young Leaders are embedded within our school community. We have team captains, Sports Council leaders, playground buddies and playground leaders on the infant playground. 

97% of KS2 children have been invited or attended a festival or competition.  We have provided a range of opportunities for everyone to take part. A range of clubs are provided at school, and we enter all possible festivals within our local school sports partnership.

Children are confident and 97% of children enjoy PE within our school. We have strong links with local clubs and our school sports partnership, enabling us to take part in all the activities.

This cohort of Year 6 now has 100% of children who are water confident.
